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4 - TX PROGRAMMING

4.1 Using P1

1) Keep P1 pressed down until the buzzer emits a short beep (approx. 3 seconds); (Fig 3)

2) Push the transmitter key to program the receiver; the receiver will beep to
verify program.

3) The receiver will allow additional transmitters to be programmed for 5 seconds.
After 5 seconds, the receiver will beep and the programming procedure ends.

4.2 Without P1

With this procedure it is possible to program the transmitters without pressing

P1 - program button (Fig 4)

1) Push simultaneously the keys A + B of the transmitter until the beep;

2) Release and push the key A until the next beep of the buzzer (memory opening);

3) Release A and push the key of the transmitter to memorize (A or B) until the beep
of the buzzer (memory closing).

NOTE: The programming of a new fransmitter can be done only using a transmitter already
memorized. Use the transmitter already memorized to open the memory.

(Step 1 and 2). Complete the procedure by pressing the key of the new transmitter
to memorize.

5 - PROGRAMMING THE ADJUSTABLE TIME HOLD FEATURE

1. Press and hold P1(program button) on the receiver until buzzer beeps
(approx. 3 seconds).

2. Quickly release program button and immediately press and release the program
button for the number of seconds of hold time.

3. Wait 5 seconds for recever to exit program mode.
Example:

PR+PR+PR+PR+PR=1+1+1+1+1=5sec. adjustable hold time
(PR = Press - Release)

6 - MEMORY FULL

If the memory is full, when you try to memorize a new transmitter the buzzer beeps 3 times.

7 - MEMORY ERASURE

7.1 Single transmitter

1) Push P1 until the beep of the buzzer, then release it;

2) Push the key of the transmitter to delete until the beep of the buzzer.
7.2 Full Memory erasure

1) Push P1 until the beep of the buzzer, then release it;

2) Release P1 and push it again until the buzzer beeps 3 times. At this point the memory
has been completely erased.



8 - ENABLING/DISABLING THE ACTIVATION BEEP

It's possible to program the receiver to make a beep when the relay is activated.
Follow this procedure:

1) Press simultaneously the keys A + B of a transmitter already memorized.

2) Release and press the key B of the transmitter to the beep.
For the beep disabling, repeat the above procedure.
